Purpose: This $500 reward is designed to promote the future success of the Manitoba Sheep Industry's youth and
the Manitoba Sheep Industry through higher learning, skills development and leadership.

Limitations: Only one $ 500.00 scholarship will be awarded per year. All students are eligible to apply for the
scholarship in consecutive years, but may only be rewarded the scholarship one time.

Eligibility: The MSA scholarship is open to any student who is a current member of the MSA or is related to a
current MSA member.

Applicants involved in the Manitoba sheep industry will receive preference in scholarship selection, however, those
involved in community and school activities are eligible and encouraged to apply.

Criteria:
1) The applicant must provide official proof of current enrolment in a post-secondary program.

2) The applicant must provide two references indicating their active involvement in the community and/or MB Sheep
Industry. Immediate family members do not qualify.

3) The applicant must complete the Dr. John Hammerton scholarship application (below).
